
Installing The C++ Expert
A few people have experienced a failure on the final step of the
installation routine. In fact, the software has been installed, but the
routine fails when trying to add a program launch item to the Start Menu.
The following steps will complete the installation.

Step 1: Install Using setup.exe

Presumably, you’ve already completed this step, though it failed on the
final registration. To confirm that most of this step completed, open
Windows Explorer and view the C: drive. You should see something like
this (of course, the following screen shot is of my Vista-based computer,
and your look-and-feel may be a little different).

The installation routine created a directory labeled cppexp, and installed a
series of additional directories and files.
Open the cppexp directory and set your focus to the programs directory as
shown in the following screen. Find the file labeled learn.exe (Note: You
may not see any file extensions if you have that option turned off.). The
screen should look something like this:

Access the popup menu for learn.exe using the right-mouse-button. Select
Create Shortcut. Once complete, you should see something like this:

Use the right-mouse-button on the learn.exe – Shortcut and select the
Properties menu item. The Properties dialog box will look something like
this:



In the Target field, you
should add the pathname of
the coursemap file that will
be loaded. So, in addition to
the executable target add:

C:\cppexp\cppexp\cppexp.map

Click OK.

The Shortcut is now
configured. You may want to
move this Shortcut to the
Taskbar, to the Start Menu or
to the Desktop, wherever you
want to have access.
